● Transportation arrangements for getting their project to shows.
● If constructing a project at the school shop, students/family must arrange to have

materials delivered before or after school.
● Students and Guardians are required to provide their own transportation, lodging, and

meals.



● If constructing a project at the school shop, students may be required to work before or
after school depending on the size and scope of the project.

● Students will be required to complete their project by the assigned date _________, set
forth by the Agriculture Engineering pathway advisor.

● Students are required to adhere to the policies and procedures of the handbook and NISD.
● Students/families will make arrangements to store projects off school sites once they are

completed.
